 Income Budget estimates
Council noted receipt of the following grants as Income :

a) £12496 

a) £12,246 from Allerdale Welcome Back Fund for planters in town centre 

£250 from Sovereign Centros for In Bloom sponsorship
b) £820 

£575 from Vulcan Park Bowling Club for annual bowling club rent 

£244.80 from Moss Bay Metals for sale of mixed scrap play area equipment

Council considered an offer of grant of £126,000 from Allerdale GDF Community Partnership towards the renewal of the play equipment in Vulcan Park as set out in the papers accompanying this item. It was resolved to accept the grant offer.

It was noted that receipt of these funds will be recorded as Grant Income in the “Funding” section of the Councils budget papers.

It was noted that Environment Committee is pursuing grants of less than £10k each for a Sky Garden project and for Community in Bloom activities which if successful will need to be recorded as Income to the Council’s budget.

22.92  Spend Budget estimates

A pay award to staff backdated to 1 April 2022 necessitated an adjustment to the estimates for staffing costs, including National Insurance and Superannuation.

F&GP Committee was also recommending a recurring  increase to the training budget which was fully committed to reflect the additional training and development costs being incurred, to be balanced in this year only by a reduction in the Repairs & renewals budget which was forecast to be undercommitted.

Environment Committee was recommending a non-recurring increase in Parks and Play Areas Development budget, funded by allocation of the grants of £12496 and £126000, referenced at the previous item, to that estimate. It was further reported noted that there was no longer a “Public Seating” budget line and spending formerly recorded under that heading was now allocated by the Committee to the “Streetscene & Back Lanes” heading.

Culture Committee requested a recurring increase to its budget to fund a new budget line for the “Music Centre” for which an unfunded financial commitment had previously been made; to be balanced, in the current year only, by a non-recurring saving of £2500 in the Festivals budget which was forecast to be undercommitted.

It was further noted that the Year to Date spending Report showed a spend of £2500 under the Theatres budget line but this was incorrect as no expenditure under that heading had yet been incurred this year; and that an apparent overspend on the “sport” budget estimate was to be investigated.
