EM22.09	Moss Bay Development 
The Mayor gave a short background to the process incurred prior to this meeting and the motions given, including reports of social media comments on the process and a leak of information outside of the council.

1. Motion from Cllr Paul Scott, Cllr Stephen Stoddart and Cllr Lynda Williams

Workington Town Council is to assess the options put forward by the working group and vote on the proffered option for this council.
 
If Council vote to buy the land known as the ranch as a community facility they instruct the Finance & General Purpose Committee to progress in securing funds that are most financially competitive for the council and complete the said purchase as a matter of priority.

Cllr Michael Heaslip – The motion in question considers the process to follow and we should move to item 6 on the agenda. 

Cllr Jacqueline Kirkbride seconded the motion from Cllr Paul Scott, Cllr Stephen Stoddart and Cllr Lynda Williams.

The motion was agreed. 

2. Motion from Cllr Michael Heaslip 

Workington Town Council in exercise of its powers under Public Health Act 1875 (s164) and under Open Spaces Act 1906 (s9,s10) will  negotiate without prejudice and subject to contract to acquire the freehold of the land known as the Ranch (fully described in the particulars of sale) in consideration of a sum to be agreed with the vendor which reflects the fair value of the property as playing fields being paid by the Council to the direction of the vendor on completion.

It is agreed that in the event of any residential development of the property in part or whole or sale to a private sector (for profit) owner then an overage payment equivalent to the excess between cost and full open market value of the land to be redeveloped or transferred must be paid to the direction of the vendor within three months of the grant of planning approval or in the case of sale at the point of transfer.

Each party is to pay its own costs in connection with any agreed sale.

Cllr David Farrar seconded the motion

Cllr Jacqueline Kirkbride proposed an amendment to the motion from Cllr Michael Heaslip

To delete the word negotiation, and everything after ‘Ranch’ and substitute after the word ‘Ranch’ the following… 

… inconsideration of the sum agreed with the vendor and backed up by the marker valuation report prepared for council. The council further agrees to the Heads of Terms agreed with the vendor and to pay the vendors legal fees in connection with the sale.'

Following discussion in which Cllr Jacqueline Kirkbride declined a suggestion by Cllr Michael Heaslip that her amendment be added to the motion, Cllr Michael Heaslip and Cllr David Farrar accepted the amendment which was thus incorporated into the substantive motion.

Cllr David Farrar proposed a further amendment to specify amended Heads of Terms of agreement, which was agreed. 

It was therefore resolved unanimously that:

“Workington Town Council in exercise of its powers under Public Health Act 1875  (s164) and under Open Spaces Act 1906 (s9,s10) will without prejudice and subject to contract acquire the freehold of the land known as the Ranch inconsideration of the sum agreed with the vendor and backed up by the marker valuation report prepared for council. The council further agrees to the amended Heads of Terms to be agreed with the vendor and to pay the vendors legal fees in connection with the sale.'

3. Cllr David Farrar moved that in light of the previous resolution there will be additional demand on officer time and therefore the post currently advertised as 24 hours should therefore be increased to 37 hours (full time) and regraded to accommodate the potential increased activity.”
